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	Fronted adverbial: A fronted adverbial includes words or phrases, which add some extra information to a sentence. The adverbial words or phrases are placed at the start of the sentence and come before the verb. For example, 'later in the evening, I found my missing cat'.

	Using a or an correctly:
The general rule for when to use a or an is that "a" is used before a word that begins with a consonant or a vowel that sounds like a consonant, while "an" is used before a word that begins with a vowel or a consonant with a vowel sound like the h in hour.

Present perfect tense:
The present perfect tense is used to describe actions that happened in the past but that are related to the present. To form the present perfect tense, we use the words 'has' or 'have' and add them to the beginning of a past tense verb.
