


As Geographers, we will be looking at the topic of Rivers. We will explore how they form, find out the names of the parts of a river and understand the importance of these. Finally, we will look at how pollution is affecting our rivers and coasts and discuss ways we can prevent this. 

As Scientists, we will be looking at light. We will understand the difference between reflections and sources of light, understand that light is reflected from some surfaces, understand how and why shadows are formed and change through the day and recognise how to protect ourselves and our eyes from the sun.

As Designers, we will be designing and creating tote bags. We will measure and cut the shapes needed to create the bag and continue to develop our sewing skills to attach them all together. When we come to evaluate these at the end of the term, we will be checking that they can hold items and don’t have any holes.
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Each morning we will work on spelling rules and strategies and continue to learn the words stipulated in the National Curriculum spelling lists for Lower Key Stage 2.

‘Turtle Moon’ by Hannah Gold will be our Guided Reading text this term. We will be asking questions to improve our understanding of the text and drawing inferences about the characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions. We will also use different skills to help us understand the meaning of unknown words.

During English lessons, ‘Turtle moon’ will inspire up to write a persuasive text about protecting turtles, we will explore the dangers that humans pose to turtles and how we can stop this and protect them, presenting our argument in a persuasive letter.
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Our topics this term include:

- Multiplication by 3,4 and 8
- Multiplication and division strategies using both mental and written methods.
-comparing and ordering fractions as well as adding and subtracting them
-measuring in cm, mm and ms and comparing them
-measuring the perimeter of shapes
-measuring capacity in litres and ml.


We will continue consolidating other areas of the Maths curriculum through our daily Maths meetings.






We will continue consolidating other areas of the maths curriculum through mathematical investigations throughout the term.
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In P.E. during term 4, we will be developing and applying our sending and receiving skills as well as our counter balance with a partner through focused skill based sessions, healthy competition, cooperative games and personal best challenges. 
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In R.E we will be thinking about what Christians believe about Easter. We will remember and solidify our understanding of the Easter story. We will also be exploring how art work helps our understanding and exploration of religion.
