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As Geographers, we will be learning about Climate Zones, in particular the Artic and the Equator.  We will look at where the North and South poles are, as well as the equator. We will use globes and atlases to locate these areas and use compass points and directional language to support us.  In studying these areas, we will look at weather patterns and, of primary concern to all of us now, the melting ice caps / global warming. 
As Designers, we will be learning how to create an ice buggy that would be suitable to travel on arctic terrain! We will be learning how to create design criteria and use this to design, make and test and vehicle. We will be learning about axels, wheels and chassis and about how to build this correctly.
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As Mathematicians, our focus areas for this term include 
· Continue our journey discovering multiplication and division through grouping and sharing
· Using concrete manipulatives to support our learning in practical ways
· Length and height and the units we measure these in: cm and m
· Mass, Capacity and temperature – the equipment we use and units we measure in



As Scientists, we will be learning all about plants. We will be thinking about what plants need to grow well and then testing this with simple experiments. We will be learning about the different parts of plants and learning about how seeds germinate and grow. We will be using our observation skills to look at plants and seeds closely which will help us record our findings.








English lessons will focus on three core texts this term that link to our theme of Climate Change in the Polar Regions. These will help to stimulate our ideas for writing. We will be writing persuasive letters, information texts and arctic poems! Brrrrrrr!
Within each unit, we will learn grammar skills to help develop our writing, such as how to use coordination and subordination to link ideas together as well as how to punctuate our writing accurately and clearly. 


As Physical learners we will be working on our ball skills and counter balance.  The children will develop and apply these skills by working with partners through focused skill development sessions, cooperative and competitive games. 
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As Digital Learners we will be learning all about spreadsheets. We will learn what a spreadsheet is and how to navigate one using the software in Purple Mash.  We will focus on how to enter, organise and manage data in rows and columns.  The children will gain confidence in using simple formatting and calculating tools. 












As Musicians the children will learn how events, actions and feelings within stories can be represented by pitch, dynamics and tempo.  We will learn to identify tempo changes and describe sections of music as fast or slow.  We will look at dynamics and start to recognise them as soft or loud.  We will begin to explain how different music can represent character or actions within a story by using tempo and dynamics. 



In R.E. we will be learning about Judaism.  Within the strand of Beliefs and Questions, we will explore the Torah and what makes it special to those who follow the Jewish faith and how they use it to help them live by the rules within it.  We will also look at how Jewish people keep the Shabbat day sacred and why. We will explore what special customs Jewish families observe on the Shabbat and which other celebrations are unique to the Jewish faith. 


As Social, Emotional learners, our SCARF unit this term will be learning about rights and respect. This will include thinking about getting on with others and how to manage our emotions, such as anger. We will be thinking about how to play games together respectfully and how to care for our environment with respect.
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
