Topic Information

Children will explore how plants grow and learn about the natural world through hands-on activities and outdoor learning.
We will learn about the parts of a plant such as roots, stems, leaves and flowers, and explore the life cycle of plants, from seed to fully grown plant. Children will plant seeds and observe how they change over time.
The children will also learn how to care for plants, including watering them and making sure they have sunlight and soil. Through simple investigations, we will discover what plants need to grow healthily, such as water, sunlight, air and space.
Our learning will include planting, gardening, nature walks, stories and creative activities to help children develop curiosity about the world around them
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Each week we have a book of the week that will be read daily for children to really get to know, and to learn and understand new vocabulary. We will focus on new words like characters and setting. The story to life through props and puppets and acting out the story. 
We will provide opportunities to orally rehearse and record a sentence using Class dojo. Some of our books this term include: 
Literacy
MATHEMATICS



We will be learning some number and counting songs and we learn some actions to help us to remember the words. We will learn to match and sort objects based on different criteria. We will also practice the days of the week, subitising to 5 and comparing amounts using the language :fewer, more and the same.
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We will develop observational drawing and painting skills by drawing flowers and some home grown produce. We may explore colours and different textures. We will introduce Drawing Club by Greg Bottrill which is a fun, play-based club based on a weekly story.









Phonics:  We follow a programme called Letters and Sounds. This term we will focusing on consolidating aspect 1 environmental sounds and aspect 2 –- instrumental sounds for children who have attended the setting before. 
We have introduced syllables in names and Fred talk (Oral Blending). For some we will slowly introduce some RWI sounds and handwriting patterns to help form letters correctly and begin to write these sounds and our own names.
Listening, attention and Understanding- we will be looking at different aspects of night time- listening to stories. We will be able to answer simple questions about the story and identify features of the book, including the front cover and back cover.

Gross motor – we will be focusing on gaining control of our gross motor movements by joining in 5-minute runs, Joe Wicks workouts and Cosmic Kids’ yoga, as well as our weekly PE sessions. 

Fine motor: The children will be given the opportunity daily to explore our fine motor area of playdough, finger gym and mark making. Fine motor activities are so important for children to develop the hand strength they need to learn how to write. 



Children will explore and talk about changes in the environment, noticing how plants grow and how seasons affect the natural world. They will learn to describe how living things change over time, including how babies, young animals and plants grow and develop. Through discussions and activities, children will also be encouraged to broaden their understanding of people, learning that everyone is unique and that girls and boys can enjoy different activities, interests and ways of expressing themselves without being limited by stereotypes.
We encourage all children in nursery to put on their own shoes and coats. 
We will also continue to encourage children to wash their hands regularly.
