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As Geograhpers, we will be learning all about our cousins “down under” in Australia!  We will use our locational knowledge to understand where Australia is on the globe and in comparison to the UK. We will identify it as being within the southern hemisphere and explore the oceans which surround it.  We will learn that Australia is divided in to 6 separate states and look at both human and physical features of the nation. There will be some investigating of the different climate zones to be found in Australia and how they impact those who live there. 
As Artists, we will be exploring the life and works of the artist Emily Kame Kngwarreye who use aboriginal art as her inspiration. We will be finding all about her life and the works that inspired her. We will spend a lot of time outdoors exploring the natural world and using this to help us create patterns and textures to create our own Aboriginal inspired piece of art work. 
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As Mathematicians, our focus areas for this term include 
· Continuing our exploration of the concepts of multiplication and division – focussing on 2’s, 5’s and 10’s
· Fractions – we will introduce the concepts of half and quarter this term including looking at halving and quartering shapes and finding these fractions of an amount
· In Geometry, we will look at position and direction



As Scientists, we will be learning all animals and living things and their habitats. We will be learning to tell whether an object is alive or not using the acronym MRS NERG to help us. Using this idea, we will be discussing different animal’s needs for survival.  We will be exploring different animals and their habitats and will be discussing why they like to life there.  We will also be looking at food chains.








English lessons will focus on core texts this term that link to our theme of Australia. We will be looking at Wombat goes Walkabout and The Koala who Could. We will be using these stories to explore Australia and the animals who live there. We will use the books to practice our grammar and punctuation skills, which we will then use to retell one of the stories and write a description of one of the characters using adjectives and noun phrases. During Science Week we will explore the life of a famous scientist and write mini biographies about them.



As Physical learners we will be working on developing and applying their sending &receiving and reaction & response through focused skill development sessions, cooperative and competitive games.
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As Digital Learners we will be learning to create pictures using digital technology.  Basing our learning on several different genres of art, we will use the Purple Mash 2Paint platform to create our very own masterpieces in these styles! 













As Musicians we will be looking at rhythm and beat (including using half beats) and how these change the feel and impact of music. We will show a rest beat by staying silent while maintaining the beat of the music.  We will work in groups and as teams to cooperatively listen to their ideas and respect each other’s’ opinions. 


In R.E. we will continue our learning journey through the Jewish faith with specific emphasis on the importance of the Synagogue to Judaism.  We will look at the role of the synagogue as part of the community and discover the main features found within them.  We will investigate typical activities and celebrations which happen in Jewish places of worship and how The Torah is used in all aspects of Jewish life.  



As Social, Emotional learners, our SCARF unit this term will be learning about How to be our best! We will be thinking about Growth Mindset and how to tell ourselves that we can do it! We will be thinking about the choices we can make for ourselves as well as how to keep ourselves clean and healthy. We will be thinking about some of the parts of our body in greater detail and learn what each body part does, for example the lungs. We will also look at basic First Aid as a way to keep ourselves healthy.
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
