	Measure and Compare Capacity: 
Capacity is the amount of liquid a container can hold. 
Volume is how much liquid is in the container. 
 
Smaller volumes are measured in millilitres in measuring cylinders. Greater volumes are measured in litres and these tend to be in measuring jugs. 
Millilitres can be written as ml.
