We are explorers – Biomes

Term 5



As Geographers, we are exploring biomes. We will begin by understanding what a biome is and exploring where we might find different biomes around the world. We will understand the different features of each biome such as the climate, animals and plants that you might find there and what the landscape is like, before moving onto looking in depth at a couple of the different biomes. 

As Artists, we are going to be exploring photography with our artist being Abelado Morell. We will being the topic by exploring our artist and the art work they have created trying to get an idea for how they might have created their art. Then we will spend the rest of the term exploring how we can change and manipulate pictures both pre and post taking the image. 
As Scientists, we will be learning about plants. We will learn about and be able to name the different parts of plants along with their function, understand what plants need to live, explore how they transport water and how pollination occurs. 












Key Areas of Learning





















In P.E. we will be working on our agility by improving our reaction and response and will be performing routines that include static balance as part of our floor work. In Term 6 we will be looking at improving our stances and will continue to work on our agility through ball chasing. 












Each morning, we will work on spelling rules and strategies and continue to learn the words stipulated in the National Curriculum spelling lists for Lower Key Stage 2.

‘Kensuke’s Kingdom’ by Michael Morpurgo will be our text this term. In guided reading, we will be asking questions to improve our understanding of the text and drawing inferences about the characters’ feelings, thoughts and motives from their actions.

During English lessons the text will help us to write a diary entry in the perspective of the little boy when he is told he will be living on a boat and travelling the world. Then we will write a setting description of the island that he becomes stranded on and finally, writing a letter to his parents so they can find and save him.  






Our topics this term include:
-finishing our learning on length and perimeter
- Money – to be able to recognise coins, convert pence and pounds and find change
- Mass, Capacity and Volume-converting between different units of measurements as well as calculating with them
-Time - to recognise Roman numerals and be able to tell the time on analogue and digital clocks. 
-properties of shape-including parallel and perpendicular lines, horizontal and vertical lines and angles and right angles.
-Statistics- making pictograms and bar charts and learning how to interpret these

We will continue consolidating other areas of the maths curriculum through our daily Maths meetings.






We will continue consolidating other areas of the maths curriculum through mathematical investigations throughout the term.
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In R.E. the key question that we will be exploring is; ‘does it matter if a story is true or not?’ This will introduce the idea of truth and reality and allow children an opportunity to think philosophically.
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We will be looking at the names of instruments and fruits and vegetables over the summer terms. 



COMPUTING


This term we will be learning about branching databases. We will create our own databases based on our own choices. We will also enter data into graphing software and answer questions. We will solve an investigation and present results in graphic form.
