Punctuation of Speech
Figurative language uses words and ideas to suggest meaning and create a clear image or atmosphere.

There are quite a few types of figurative language, but we are only going to be focusing on three this term.

Simile: used to compare two things often by using ‘like’ or ‘as’.
e.g- The sun is like a yellow ball of fire in the sky.
She is as innocent as an angel.

Metaphor: used to compare two things that are not alike. It is similar to a simile but without the use of ‘like’ or ‘as’.
e.g- The sun is a yellow ball of fire in the sky.
She is an angel.
She is a ray of sunshine.

Personification: giving something that is not human, a human characteristics.
e.g- The grass tickled my feet.
I can hear the last piece of cake calling my name.

Challenge – think of a scene in nature – it could be looking out of a window. Create a bank of sentences using figurative language (similes/metaphor/personification) to describe the nature.
Adjective: describes a noun
e.g. They sat at a large round table.

Noun: a person, place, animal, object or idea
e.g. Anthony Joshua won the first round of the fight.

Verb: A ‘doing’ or ‘being’ word.
e.g. Round this number to the nearest ten.

Adverb/Adverbial: describes a verb; it tells you where, when or how an action was done.
e.g. She went to bed at midnight. He is running very fast.

Pronoun: used instead of a noun eg. he, she, they, it, them, we, us

Preposition: indicates the position or state of something.
e.g. I prefer to read in the Library.
Go down the stairs and through the door.

Determiner: a word that specifies a noun.
Usually comes before a noun
e.g. May I have some water please? Please pass me a ruler.
Challenge 1– read a sentence in a book. Can you name each word class?
Challenge 2 - Create a card game to match word class with its definition.
Adverbial of place tells you where something happened, is happening or will happen.
e.g. She is playing in the garden.

Adverbial of time tells you when something happened, is happening or will happen.
e.g At lunchtime, I waited behind to do some jobs for Mrs Alabi.

Adverbial of manner tells you how
something is done.
e.g. He plays the piano really well.

Challenge – create a base sentence (example: The old lady walked down the street.). How many ways can you make it different by adding different adverbials?
Inverted commas (‘’ ’’) are used to punctuate direct speech.

Rules for punctuating direct speech
· Place “ ” around the words which are spoken.
· Use a capital letter at the start of a speech sentence (even if it is in the middle of another sentence).
· Before you close your inverted commas use a comma, question mark or exclamation mark to separate what was said from the speaker.
· If a new person speaks, start a new line.
· Add a punctuation at the end of each sentence.
· Examples:
1) “I’ll race you there!” said Isla.

2) Smiling mischievously, Zac responded, “I’m not sure, but it definitely wasn’t from your doughnut!”

3) “Did you eat the last doughnut?” Hannah asked her little brother.
Challenge: Create a dialogue between two characters using the correct speech punctuation.


Homophones



Homophones are words that have the same pronunciation but different meanings and spellings. E.g. their, there and they’re
Their: indicates ownership e.g. Their Dad is a teacher.
There: indicates place/position e.g. Lily is over there.
They’re: a contraction of ‘they are’. e.g. They’re in Year 6.

Challenge: Can you think of any other homophones? List some homophone pairs in your knowledge book
