	Formal vs Informal Language

	Present Perfect Tense:
The perfect present tense uses the present tense word have or has.
We use the present perfect tense to show something that has happened or started in the past, and continues in the present.

For example:
She has lived in Liverpool all her life. They have been married for 30 years. I have seen that film before.
Where have you been?
One scientist has recently discovered a new breed of monkey.
Come up with 3 other examples of present perfect sentences
	Colons are used to introduce a list or indicate information is about to follow.
Colons are used instead of writing ‘and they are’, or ‘which is’

For example:
There are four seasons of the year, which are winter, spring, summer and autumn.
There are four seasons of the year: winter, spring, summer and autumn.

There is only one thing I need right now: my bed.

Come up with 3 other examples of colon sentences
	The most common use of the semicolon is to join two closely related independent clauses without using a conjunction.
This means that if two sentences could make sense on their own, but are also talking about the same thing, we can connect them with a semicolon.
For example:
We can go to the museum tomorrow. It isn’t very busy on Thursdays.
We can go to the museum tomorrow; it isn’t very busy on Thursdays.
I love school. All the subjects are fun.
I love school; all the subjects are fun.
Come up with 3 other examples of semicolon sentences
	Contractions:
Contraction is the shortening of two words into one, where missing letters are replaced by an apostrophe. If we write formally, we do not want to have contractions.






Come up with 3 other examples of contractions with their formal form
Simple sentence structure:
Formal sentences tend to be more complex, whilst informal speech is simpler and to the point.

I can’t make it tomorrow vs Unfortunately, I am unable to attend tomorrow’s club.
Come up with 3 other examples of simple informal vs complex formal sentences
Personal tone:
Formal language rarely uses a personal tone, whereas informal language is, and can often be written in the 1st person.

We believe it’s rude to burp vs It is believed that it is rude to burp
Come up with 3 other examples of formal vs informal sentences, focusing on personal tone

	Past Perfect Tense:
The past present tense uses the past tense word had. We use the past perfect tense to show something that started in the past and ended in the past.

For example:
I had finished my homework when she arrived.. She had left her pencil case in the car.
They had been painting my bedroom. It was the worst day I had ever had.
I’d never believed in ghosts before last night.

	Present Progressive Tense

	Progressive means happening or developing slowly.
Therefore, the present progressive indicates something is happening in the present and is continuing to happen, using the verb to be.

For example:
She is working hard with her homework. He is arriving in the next two hours.

	Progressive means happening or developing slowly.
Therefore, the past progressive indicates something that was happening in the past and continued in the past.

For example:
He was painting the living room orange. They were having fun at the school disco.
They weren’t sleeping when the alarm went off.
