
As Historians, we will be learning about the “War at Home,” the efforts of people in Britain in WW2. We will be looking into aspects such as the Blitz, Rationing, Evacuation and the jobs people had to do. We will also be using maps to identify areas in Britain affected in different ways by the war, like cities what were bombed and rural areas that were used for food production and havens for children. 
As Geographers, we will be studying the geography of North America and comparing the human and physical features of North America to the United Kingdom. The children will learn how the process of erosion creates landforms, explore the key factors that have affected the development of an area, identify the causes and consequences of flooding and understand the factors which influence a population.  
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English will focus on ensuring the children are applying what they have learnt so far in year 6 to a range of pieces. The children will write at least two narratives, a non-chronological report, a persuasive piece of writing, a letter and a diary entry. The aim will be to use all of the skill taught within KS2 to show they are working at the expected standard. 

In reading, the children will begin to read “When Hitler Stole Pink Rabbit” A piece of litarture which is set during World War II. Children will apply their retrieval, vocabulary and inference skills within the tasks set. 
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As Mathematicians, our focus area for this term will be to consolidate our understanding of mathematical methods for arithmetic and problem solving, with a focus on specific skills that will be needed for the May SATS tests (conversion of fractions and units, reasoning, algebra, and statistics.) We will also be carrying out maths projects and investigations that will include mapping and co-ordinates in the real world and continuing to embed the pupils understanding of money, time, and measurements. 

In PE we will be continuing to work through the modules in REAL PE, focusing on Health and Fitness and the creative aspect of PE (which will include a Dance component). 
We will also be continuing working on gymnastics and team sports. 






In Science will be beginning a module on electricity (conductivity, circuits, diagrams and symbols) and then starting to look at the Stunning Science module “We are dinosaur hunters,” which focuses on investigations techniques. We will also be working outside carrying out investigations and improving our skills for working scientifically. 
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In computing we will be exploring 
Computing networks (how they work and are connected and how we can make use of them), creating quizzes (
Using coding and computer programs to set up and score quizzes)
We will also be continuing our work on online safety and continuing to examine the  risks and hazards inherent with the time we spend online. 
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In R.E. we will explore Hinduism and what it means to be a Hindu. Children will explore Hindu pilgrimages and compare them to pilgrimages from other religions. They will also look at the importance of key Hindu texts and learn some of stories that Hindus use to help guide their beliefs. 



In addition to our KIVA sessions that focus on anti-bullying, we will be using the SCARF modules “Being my best” and “Growing and changing.” 
“Being my best” focuses on being the best version of ourselves, including right decisions and behaviour, and “Growing and changing” focuses on the changes that children will face, both physically and emotionally, which will be especially important as they transition to year 7.


In French this term we will be exploring the language, both vocabulary and grammar, of the home and our clothes and appearance. We will also be continuing to grow our knowledge of verbs and questions to have short conversations. 



This term we will be using the Charanga scheme called “Music and me,” which explores the music of inspirational women and works on our evaluation skills. We will also be practicing playing instruments and trying out compositions of our won. 
We will also be looking back over our prior learning and skills, retrieving knowledge, and reinforcing our understanding.  
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
