Present Perfect Tense - an action happened

at an unknown time in the past, or began in

the past and continued in the present.

It can be used when talking about

experiences in the past, or a situation that

is happening in the past but i still

continuing today.

Have written: They have written three

letters already.

Has done: He has finished his homework

“has’ or ‘have’ + past tense verb = present
perfect tense!

Write your own present perfect sentences!

Past Perfect Tense - when actions and
events were completed at a specific point in
the past.

Had met: She had met him before the
party.

Had written: | had written the email
Monday morning.

Had wanted: Kate had wanted to see the
show, but she did not have money for the
ticket.

Write your own past perfect sentences!

Sometimes, the same word can be a
different word class, depending on the
context of the sentence!

1am going swimming with my friends.

Here, swimming is a verb (a doing or a
being word), because we are describing
what they are doing.

| put on my swimming costume ready
togo.

Here, swimming is an adjective
(describing word), because we are
describing the costume.

Can you light the candle please? (light-
verb)

Please turn on the light. (light- noun)
‘The parcel feels quite light. (light -
adjective

Preposition of place example: The
house was on the hill beside a tree.

Preposition of time example: We go
to school from Monday to Friday.

Determiners are a word that identifies a
noun and tells us f it is known (my pencil,
the house is hers), or unknown (that
house, some boxes).

It gives us more information about the
noun!

Some examples of determiners are.

The, a, an, her, his, our, my, your,
their, which, this, that, those and few!
