

As Historians we will be exploring castles and comparing them to our current homes. We will look at some of the different features they had, who lived in them and how they were defended. We will visit Oxford castle to explore a real local castle and create a medieval banquet at school. We will also use different materials to create castles linking to materials in science.
As Artists we will continue our learning about the colour wheel and explore mixing primary colours to create secondary colours. We will draw and use shade and tints to create our own castle paintings and create and paint our own shields. We will create a stained-glass window in the style of Romero Britto, the modern-day Brazilian artist we are learning about. 
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As Scientists, we will carry on at looking at materials. We will be exploring the differences in materials used for our current homes with those used for medieval castles. 
We will be collecting, identifying, classifying, observing, and naming everyday materials. 




In English we will write our own stories using ‘The Princess and the Pea’ as our inspiration. We will look at ‘The Snowflake Mistake’ focusing on rhyme, but then adapting it to help us write a Snow acrostic poem. 
In addition to our English lessons, we will continue to have daily phonics through the Read, Write Inc programme.
 We will begin to read and spell some common exception words. 
MATHEMATICS



In Maths we will focus on to working with numbers to 20, adding, subtracting, and solving number problems. We will begin to understand the value of teen numbers using tens and ones. We will continue to learn our 2-, 5- and 10-times tables. Our Maths Meetings will focus on all maths previously learnt to constantly embed our maths knowledge.

ENGLISH


We will be focusing on dynamic balance, agility, static balance, and dance. We will attempt to learn amedieval dance.
