Dear Parents, 

Fletcher Class Residential Trip to Hill End – 11th -12th May 2026 

We have arranged for the Year 2 children to visit Hill End Camp at Farmoor for an overnight stay. We shall be leaving school on Monday 11th May at 9.15a.m. travelling to Hill End by minibus. Please make sure your child is in school with all their kit at 8.40a.m. To keep our costs to a minimum, we are asking that children are collected by parents at 2.30pm on Tuesday 12th May and they will be allowed to go straight home. 

During the trip the children will take part in activities such as den building, orienteering and team building games. Parents who are able to come for meal times would be most welcome to help prepare dinner and the following day’s lunches for the children. Please speak to me if you can help. 

The cost of the trip, to include accommodation, coach travel there and food is £30.00 per child. A non-refundable deposit of £10.00 should be paid by 1st April. Payment for the remainder can then be paid on or by the 30th April. 

Please pay by Arbor. Payments can also be made by cheque or cash – cheques should be made payable to OCC. Financial assistance may be available in certain circumstances.  Please speak to Mrs Chadwick in confidence if you would like to know more. 

The children will need to bring the following: 

• A sleeping bag (in a named bag – a plastic bin liner will suffice) 

• Pillowcase 

• Plastic cup, plate, bowl (named – nail varnish is quite good) 

• Knife, fork and spoon (Initialled with nail varnish) 

• Washing kit 

• Towel 

• Nightwear 

• Change of clothes 

• Favourite teddy 

• A packed lunch in a plastic bag for Monday (unless the school are providing – see over for details) 

• Wet weather clothing/sun hat and cream, dependent on the weather. 

Children do not need to wear school uniform. They should not bring any money or sweets. Any donation of biscuits/fruit for tea time would be greatly appreciated. Please complete and return the attached parental consent form, together with the payment slip below.
