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As Historians, we will be learning all about the role of a British monarch and paying particular attention to Queen Elizabeth II and King Charles III.  We will compare their reigns and how the country and its people may have changed during this period.  We will think about what changes can happen in living memory and also have a brief look at other significant British Kings and Queens of history.  
As Artists, we will be exploring portraits of the King and of Queen Elizabeth II and will be thinking about how to sketch our own portraits. We will be learning about proportion and size. We will be focussing on different features of the face then learning how to paint these in detail using colour mixing skills to achieve the results we want. We will be learning about the colour wheel and how to make different tones by making paint lighter or darker. We will be exploring different sized bruses, choosing the correct size for the correct job!
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As Mathematicians, our focus areas for this term include:
· Completing our journey in to the world of fractions looking unit and non-unit fractions, equivalence and counting in fractions
· Time – O’clock, half past, quarter past and quarter to the hour
· Our statistics work will include pictograms, tables and charts to represent data
· We will be looking at position and direction in Geometry



As Scientists, we will be learning about animals, including recognising that we ( humans) are animals too! We will be finding out which animals have offspring that do not look like them, as well as exploring life cycles of animals. We will be thinking about what we can do as we grow and changes, as well as how to keep ourselves healthy with food, water, sleep and exercise.








English lessons will focus on core texts this term that link to our theme of The Royal Family. We will be reading Don’t chew the Royal shoe, The Queen’s hat and King Charles and using these to generate ideas for our writing. We will be creating fact files, changing a story ending and rewriting it and writing a diary in role as the Queen! Through each writing unit, we will be focussing on the key grammar skills the children need, such as using correct punctuation and using conjunctions to join and extend sentences. We will continue to develop our cursive handwriting.



As Physical learners we will be focused on physical fitness and how important it is to stay fit and healthy.  In this unit, the children will develop and apply their ball chasing and floor work skills through focussed sessions, cooperative and competitive games.
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As Digital Learners we will be looking at how to use technology to present our ideas in terms of mind maps, quizzes, e-books and fact files.  We will discuss how digital content can take many forms and learn to select the best one for the purpose.













As Musicians we will be developing our pitch awareness and beginning to explore musical notation and how written music is read.  Our work will be focussed around the song “Once a man fell in a well” which will give us the opportunity to learn, repeat and practice our new found skills in singing and drawing pitch patterns.


In R.E. we will continue our study of Judaism and compare it to Christianity in terms of leaders.  We will focus on the question of authority testing - whether ideas make sense and testing their reliability.  There will be an introduction to Joshua and compare him to Jesus’ leadership for deeper understanding of the topic of leadership. Children will also investigate qualities of leaders and evaluate what makes people good leaders.




As Social, Emotional learners, our SCARF unit this term will be learning about growing and changing. We will be thinking about how we have changed since we’ve grown and will then think about how we will continue to change as we grow older. We will think about showing respect to others and learning that ‘no means no!’ We will be learning the correct anatomical names for some body parts and will be starting to discuss differences in bodies.
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
