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	Expanded noun phrases: An expanded noun phrase gives more detail or information about a noun in a simple noun phrase. This is usually done by adding adjectives to describe the noun in the noun phrase, e.g. She walked through the dark, mysterious forest

Subordinating Conjunctions: a conjunction that introduces a subordinating clause. (but,
so, before, until, although, because, however, while)
E.g., I’m staying in because it’s snowing. George reads novels, however Jack reads comics.

Coordinating Conjunctions: a conjunction placed between words, phrases, clauses, or sentences of equal rank. (and, but, for, or, nor, so, yet)
E.g., Sam drank some water, for he was thirsty.
All the children wanted to eat pizza, but no one wanted to buy it.

Four types of sentences: statement (a true piece of information), question ( starts with a question word and ends with?), exclamation (expresses a strong emotion-ends with !), command ( includes and imperative ‘bossy’ verb to tell someone what to do)

Spelling patterns:
adding –ed, –ing, –er and –est to a root word ending in –y with a consonant before it (the y is changed to i before –ed, –er and –est are added, but not before – ing as this would result in ii. )

Adding the endings – ing, –ed, –er, –est and –y to words ending in –e with a consonant before it 
he –e at the end of the root word is dropped before –ing, –ed, –er, –est, –y or any other suffix beginning with a vowel letter is added. Exception: being.
