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As Geographers we will focus on our incredible planet, looking at the continents and oceans and how their location on the globe determines their climates. We will begin to understand how moving from the equator towards the poles, temperature decreases resulting in different climatic zones.                  As Tour Guides, we will explore our village and find out about the physical and human features that make our village unique. We will use various maps, google earth, aerial photographs and field work to help us discover what is in this wonderful, little village.                                                                                     As Artists we will design and paint flowers from our village pottery in the style of Georgia O’ Keeffe. We will also make our own unique pebble to represent who we are! We will create calm jars to help us regulate our feelings and emotions.






Key Areas of Learning
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As Scientists, we will pique our curiosity about humans, our bodies, and our senses. We will name and label various parts of our bodies and think about how and why our senses are so important to us. We will examine how our senses keep us safe and protect us from danger.



In English we will write independent stories using ‘The Three Little Pigs’ to inspire us. We will also read ‘Only One You’ and ‘You be You’ by Linda Krantz to celebrate our uniqueness. In addition to our English lessons, we will continue to have daily phonics through the Read, Write Inc programme.
 We will begin to read and spell some common exception words and complete daily Grammar Meeting tasks.
MATHEMATICS



Our focus areas for this term include Numbers to 10, counting backwards and forwards, one more, one less, writing numbers and their names, comparing numbers, and learning our number bonds to 10.
We will consolidate all our math’s skills in our daily Math’s Meetings including understanding the daily calendar and learning to count in 2, 5 and 10’s throughout the term. 
ENGLISH


In P.E we will be focusing on the fundamental skill of agility through gymnastics and games.
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In R.E. we will explore the concept of Creation. We will try to unpick the question: Why do most Christians call God Creator?















COMPUTING


In computing this term, our unit will be focusing on online safety and exploring Purple Mash. We will learn how to independently login and out safely and find our way around the site whilst attempting to create and save our work safely and securely.
PSHCE


This term we will be focusing on the value of COMPASSION.

In PSHCE we will be looking at our Zones of Regulation and our ASTONishing learner values.
MUSIC


As musicians we will be exploring old hip hop learning and working with the song Hey You. We will listen and identify instruments whilst learning to sing and perform Hey You.
FRENCH
