	An adverb describes a verb; it sometimes ends in –ly.
An adverb tells us where, when or how an action was done.
E.g. She ate her dinner quickly.
The dog calmly rolled over to go back to sleep.
quickly hungrily always calmly

	A preposition is a word that tells you where (place preposition) or when (time preposition) something is in relation to something else. It can help us understand the position or state of something.
Preposition of place example: The house was on the hill beside a tree. Preposition of time example: We go to school from Monday to Friday.
