This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	At Aston and Cot Primary and Nursery School we use Charanga scheme of work across the school.

Using our scheme of work and its week by week progressive lessons it fulfils the statutory requirements of the National Curriculum for Music aims to ensure that all pupils:

Our music curriculum allows: · Pupils to develop their performance skills through learning to play tuned and untuned instruments, singing a variety of songs and rehearsing and performing with others. · Pupils to develop their composing skills through creating musical patterns and exploring and organising sounds and learning to record these in a variety of ways. · Pupils to learn to analyse and compare sounds, explore ideas and make improvements to their work, building on their appraising skills. · Pupils to learn to listen with increased concentration to internalise and recall sounds. Teachers plan lessons following our music curriculum matrix. We follow the Charanga music scheme, with a half-termly focus-based approach to support teachers in engaging all of our pupils during music lessons. These lessons include a variety of adult lead and child-initiated activities. Each unit of work has a cross curricular focus and a musical focus, which allows pupils to progress throughout their primary school experience. Children with SEND are individually supported in class depending on their various requirements, for example: use of ear defenders when music lessons are louder than average, teacher’s ability to differentiate their lessons and use planning to challenge all pupils depending on their ability.
Children throughout the school use glockenspiels and recorders as part of their Charanga lessons.
 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Aston and Cote Primary School and Nursery currently offer individual and small group lessons in guitar and recorder. We also offer individual lessons in piano, guitar and drums.
The school currently have 3 visiting music teachers; teaching recorders, piano, guitar and drums. We also have Rock Steady Music band that teach children to play drums, keyboard and electric guitar. There have been opportunities posted for children to learn flute, but there has not been a big uptake of lessons.
Children in KS2 were given the opportunity to join a choir but the uptake was low. The school has also historically offered after school clubs singing well known songs and drama club offering the opportunity to sing. These clubs required a voluntary contribution of £4 per week for an 8 week block.
The school have a rota for focus on different areas of the curriculum on a 3 year rolling scheme. One of these weeks is an arts week that includes music. In previous years we have had an African drumming workshop and a bass guitar and drum duo who taught the children rhythm and actions that were performed for the parents. These experiences are fully funded by FACS (Friends of Aston and Cote School- Parents association, who raise funds throughout the year).


Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	Children at Aston and Cote Primary School and Nursery have the opportunity to sing weekly in assemblies. The songs they sing are a mixture of popular classic and modern hymns. The children take part in Harvest and Easter festivals, at St James’ church, where they will sing collectively as a whole school in celebration. Each class prepares something for Harvest festival, which has included a class performance of a song. 
All children in the school have the opportunity to perform songs throughout the year in special performances. Early Years; Nursery and Reception perform a 15/20 minute nativity play every Christmas. KS1 perform a Nativity play in the village hall every year that is 45 minutes in length and incorporate solo and group singing performances. KS2 perform an end of Year show, in summer at The Shed, Cokethorpe School that last 1 hour and 10 minutes and features solo, small group ensembles and whole key stage performances. They also take part in a Christmas carol concert where they sing popular carols in the local church.

Children taking guitar lessons have had the opportunity to perform to Nursery children. Children taking lessons in piano, guitar and recorder are given the chance to perform in front of a small group of parents as well as perform in front of the whole school. Children learning to play recorder have historically performed in the church for Easter celebrations. 

Children taking part in Rock Steady Music band lessons are given the opportunity to perform at the end of each term. This is offered for parents. Children who play piano are also given the chance to perform for a small audience of parents. 
Children in KS2 are given the opportunity to learn ukele and KS1 children learn ocarina.


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We are hoping to encourage further links with local secondary schools by asking some children to perform to the rest of the school. I would also like to showcase the talents of adults working in the school.
We would like children to perform to friends and other year groups to raise the profile of music. Children who are learning to play an instrument are to be given opportunities to perform to the whole school and to small groups or classes. 
We are hoping to take part in Young Voices choir on a 4 year rolling program that will allow children interested to take part in KS2. We will link this to our music lessons and we offer an addition choir that the children can take part in to prepare for the Young Voices choir concert.
Raise the idea of improving instruments available and making the parents more knowledgeable about what we offer.
