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As Historians, we will be learning about The Ice Age and how it has shaped the world as we know it today.  We will look at timelines to demonstrate how long ago it took place and investigate evidence of life forms that lived during this time.  We will research early humans and how they (and other life forms) adapted to survive this inhospitable time during our history.
As Artists, we will be looking at the artist Edward Lear who drew such amazing drawings of fossils that it helped historians to learn more about the prehistoric world! We will be learning about him, as well as some of the techniques he used, to create our own drawings of fossils. We will be learning how to hatch, cross hatch and shade. We will use different media such as charcoal, pencils and pens and we will also draw on different textured surfaces to create texture within our drawings. We will be learning to draw carefully, using our observational skills.
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As Mathematicians, our focus areas for this term include: - 
· We will be looking at methods for addition and subtraction, including using our number bonds to 10 and then 20, adding three numbers together, as well as adding and subtracting across a ten.
· We will be using 100 squares, number lines and concrete resources to support our understanding of these concepts as we become fluent in the language of calculation
· We will develop our knowledge of Shape and geometry by looking at 2D and 3D shapes – and the concept of symmetry – both recognising and finding lines in common 2D shapes



As Scientists, we will be focusing on developing our ‘working scientifically skills’ such as asking questions, observing closely, performing simple tests and recording data. We will be setting up and observing simple experiments to do with ice, making predictions and then watching what happens!









English lessons will focus on three core texts this term that link to the Ice Age. From reading and enjoying these texts together, we will produce pieces of writing. We will be creating instructions telling someone how to wash their woolly mammoth, a character description of a prehistoric beast and a non-chronological report (fact file) to inform a reader about a chosen animal.
Within each unit, we will learn grammar skills to help develop our writing, such as how to use commas in a list, how to describe animals using adjectives, about different types of sentences and how to join or extend sentences to add extra information.


As Physical learners we will be focusing on building our key skills of jumping, landing and balance.
We will participate in focused skill development lessons, cooperative and competitive games in order to practice ideal learning behaviours.  
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As Digital Learners we will be learning how to code! Children learn to build simple algorithms to move a screen turtle along routes.  They consider direction, distances and create commands.  












As Musicians we will be celebrating Christmas and learning a new Christmas song! 
We will listen and appraise this and other styles of music while we learn our parts in the new piece of music.  The children will embed the interrelated dimensions of music through games and playing.  We will also be learning and singing all of the musical numbers for our Key Stage 1 Nativity production.  



In R.E. we are looking at Christianity and how Christians gather together to support their faith and sense of community.  We will study how the practice of group worship impacts the Christian community and how it may differ from parish to parish.  We will look at the church and how it is seen as a cornerstone of the faith along with the members of the church who are available to talk to.  We will take opportunities to speak to our church leader, Rev. Janice and research what’s on offer in Aston. 



As Social, Emotional learners, our SCARF unit this term will be learning about valuing difference. We will be thinking about what makes us unique and celebrating that. We will be thinking about how our behaviour can affect those around us and we will be recognising king and unkind actions, as well as how to help someone when they’re feeling left out. Towards the end of the unit, we will be thinking about how we might solve problems that we come across.
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
