

As Historians, we will be learning about the Stone Age through to the Iron Age. We will be looking into aspects such as homes, food, clothing and tools. We will be studying Stone Age animals and how people survived during these eras. We will also be doing a study of the Skara Brae settlement and the impact of its discovery. 
As Artists, we will be exploring Stephen Wiltshire to draw skylines, we will understand the idea of depth, and use of heights to mimic the different buildings. After half term, we will be exploring the cave paintings of Lascaux in France and using these as inspiration to make our won. We will be exploring tints and tones and making our own textured paint to create our cave paintings.  
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English will begin with spelling before moving on to reading comprehension and the planning, drafting and editing component of the lesson. Each morning we will work on spelling rules and strategies and continue to learn the words stipulated in the National Curriculum spelling lists for Lower Key Stage 2. We will be starting the term off by reading ‘The Iron Man’ by Ted Hughes and then ‘Little Nose’ by John Grant and Stone Age Boy’ by Satoshi Kitamura. We will study a wide variety of genres including narrative, newspaper reports, instructions and descriptive writing. Spelling and grammar will be woven throughout these units. 



As Physical learners we will be focusing on developing our Coordination skills, our static and dynamic balances and our jumping and landing skills. We will also be developing our football and gymnastics skills.
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MATHEMATICS


As Mathematicians, our focus areas for this term include: - Counting and place value with numbers up to 1000
- Addition/subtraction of numbers within 1000 with and without regrouping
- Multiplication by 3 and 4
- Multiplication and division strategies using both mental and written methods. We will continue consolidating other areas of the Maths curriculum through our daily Maths Meetings.



As Scientists, we will be learning about food and our bodies, with a focus on skeletons and muscles, how they work and how they help our bodies move around.
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00COMPUTING

As Digital Learners the children will be reviewing previous coding knowledge and then learning new skills in order to create a range of programs. We will then move on to the importance of online safety and that everything that is online isn’t always true.
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As Musicians we will be looking at Stone Age rhythms and notation. 
We will also be learning to sing, play, improvise and compose a song called ‘Let Your Spirit Fly’ the children will listen to and appraise other R&B songs. We will then learn about the language of music through playing the glockenspiel.
