Coordinating Conjunctions: a conjunction placed between words, phrases, clauses, or sentences of equal rank. (FANBOYS)


E.g., Sam drank some water, for he was thirsty.

All the children wanted to eat pizza, but no one wanted to buy it.

Preposition: a preposition links a noun or noun phrase to another word. They often mark direction or locations, but can also make time links.
E.g., Please put your pens in the tub.
We went to the USA on holiday. In, on, at, through, across, above, over, up, down, to, with, by, beside, beneath, in front of, between, among.
	Main clause: a clause that makes sense on its own e.g. The bear howled. (Think
Batman!)

Subordinate clause: a clause
that adds extra information and doesn’t make sense on its own. (Think Robin!)

A subordinate clause always starts with a Subordinating conjunction.
E.g. While she slept, Lucy snored.
The underlined word is the subordinating conjunction.
