Pronouns

Afronted adverbial is always at the front of a
sentence and used to show where something is
happening, when something is happening or
how something is happening.

Adverbial of place shows where something is
happening.

Adverbial of time shows when something is
happening.

Adverbial of manner shows how something is
happening.

For example:

Before dinner, my dad asked me to get the shed
cleaned up.

In a few minutes, BTS will make an appearance
on stage.

= Fronted adverbial of manner
Furiously, the man stormed out of the shop.

‘Asubordinate clause is dependent on the
main clause because it doesn't make sense
on its own. A main clause is an independent
clause 5o it makes sense on its own.

A subordinating conjunction connects a
main clause and a subordinate clause.
Example:

He managed to reach the summit of the
mountain, although suffering from

frostbi

A subordinate clause always starts with a
subordinating conjunction. In the example
above, ‘although’ is the subordinating
conjunction. The subordinate clause is
‘although suffering from frostbite.”

Subordinating conjunctions don't always
have to be after the main clause.
Sometimes they can be at the beginning of
the sentence. For example:

Despite the weather being cold, the
sunflower grew very tall.

Subordinating conjunction: despite
Subordinate clause: Despite the weather
being cold

Main clause: The sunflower grew tall

Other examples of subordinating
conjunctions include: because, after, since,
until, while, as, once

‘We can use apostrophes for contractions (o
merge two words to become one.

For example:
Is not > Isn't Shall not > Shan't
Twill S 1l Could have > Could've

Must have > Must've 1am > 'm

‘Apostrophes for possession

‘We can use apostrophes to show possession
in our writing. We need to be very careful
depending on whether the subject is singular
(one) or plural (more than one).

‘The girls went out to play.
No possession, so no apostrophe.

Singular example:
‘The girl's pencil sharpener was used for the.
whole class.

Only one girl, so apostrophe before the s

Plural example:
The girls’ football game was called off for bad
weather.

More than one girl, so apostrophe after the s

‘A Pronoun is used to replace a noun.
Pronouns are used to make the nouns less
repetitive.

If we didn't have pronouns, we would have
to keep repeating our nouns and that
would make our sentences awkward and
repetitive.

Examples of pronouns are: he, him, she,
her. It, they, them, you, your.

Tom went upstairs to the bedroom. He
opened the door and sat on the bed.

Cocoa pods are grown and harvested. They
are split open and the beans are carefully

scooped out

Possessive Pronouns

belongs to someone or something.

That chocolate is mine.
