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Passive and active voice
Using the active and passive voice in your writing depends on where the subject, object and verb are located in the sentence.

Subject:
The noun that is carrying out the verb.

Object:
A noun that is involved, but isn’t performing the verb.

Verb:
A verb is a doing, action or being word.
Cover up this practice book. Can you remember and write the definition of a subject and object? Did you get it right?

When using the Active Voice, the subject of a sentence performs the verb on the object of the sentence.
Usually, sentences in the active voice follow the sequence: subject, verb, object.
For example: The family boarded the plane.

When using the Passive Voice, the object is acted upon by the subject.
Usually, sentences in the active voice follow the sequence: object, verb, by subject

For example: The plane was boarded by the family.

Speech
Inverted commas (‘’ ’’) are used to punctuate direct speech.
Rules for punctuating direct speech
· Place “ ” around the words which are spoken.
· Use a capital letter at the start of a speech sentence (even if it is in the middle of another sentence).
· Before you close your inverted commas use a comma, question mark or exclamation mark to separate what was said from the speaker.
· If a new person speaks, start a new line.
· Add a punctuation at the end of each sentence.
Examples:
1) “I’ll race you there!” said Isla.
2) Smiling mischievously, Zac responded, “I’m not sure, but it definitely wasn’t from your doughnut!”
3) “Did you eat the last doughnut?” Hannah asked her little brother.

Modal Verbs
A modal verb tells the reader the likelihood, possibility or certainty of something happening.
Modal verbs: can, could, should, might, will, would, must, shall, may, ought to
For example:
David can speak three languages.
I must remember to use the right tense. May I sit here?

Hyphens
Hyphens stick two or more words together and are an important way of letting the reader know that those words are related to each other and should be treated as one new word.Example: ice-cream; chocolate-covered; well-known.

What's the difference between a hyphen and a dash?
Hyphens are shorter than dashes, and link two words so the word or phrase makes sense.
Dashes separate information and are a type of parenthesis, like brackets.

Causal conjunctions Causal conjunctions are used to show cause and effect.
Causal conjunctions: in addition to this,
subsequently, consequently, as a result, in order to, for this reason.

For example:
In order to turn on the television, you must press the power button on the remote.

Francine did not have her swimming costume. For this reason, she could not go to her friend’s pool party.

I really love reading thrilling, scary stories. In addition to this, I also love watching horror films.
