

As Historians, we will be learning about the Victorian Britain.” We will be learning about the make-up of the British family, exploring the working conditions during Victorian times, how infostructure and agriculture changed and how Britain expanded their empire. 
As Geographers, we will be “Going Global,” The children will be introduced to economics. They will learn how the food is produced and spread around the world. We will look at how countries work together, fair trade and the environmental impact of business building.  
As Artists, we will be exploring practical methods for drawing using perspective and proportion for people and places. We will also be looking at backgrounds, washes and silhouettes and creating powerful images. 
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English will begin with spelling before moving on to reading comprehension and the planning, drafting and editing component of the lesson. Our spelling will focus on methods for embedding the statutory words set out for year 6. Our class book is “Another Twist in the Tale” A retell of Oliver Twist – told through the eyes of his unknown sister. This is then followed by “A Christmas Carol” . Our writing journeys this term will include story writing with flashbacks, biographical work, journalism (news and report writing) and poetry in the form of haiku and cinquains. Punctuation and grammar will be interwoven within these topics. 
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As Physical learners we will be focusing on developing our Coordination skills, movement and balance. As Personal learners we will appraise ourselves with the aim of challenging and improving. We will also be working on teamwork. 





MATHEMATICS


As Mathematicians, our focus areas for this term include: Fractions (including decimals and percentages), Geometry (properties of shapes) and Measurement (including unit conversions and practical measuring work). We will continue consolidating other areas of the Maths curriculum through mathematical investigations and Maths meetings throughout the term, with focus on arithmetic and reasoning skills at the forefront using the Mastery approach. 



As Scientists, this term we will be learning about Staying Alive by studying how the human body works and what we need to do to stay healthy. 
We will also be examining how We’re Evolving by looking at natural selection, mutations and how we use fossils as evidence for the changes in animal species over long periods of time.  
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00COMPUTING

As Digital Learners the children will learn about, and practice coding and creating and retrieving data (in the form of spreadsheets and documents). They will also continue examining digital and online safety, including identifying and dealing with risks. 
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We will also be using avoir and Être to form sentences about ourselves.





As Musicians we will be looking at the evolution of rock music, using “Livin’ on a prayer” as our focus track, along with “Don’t stop believing.”
We will also be looking at the links between literacy, history and music by focusing on Britten’s New Year Carol and some Bhangra music.

As Social, Emotional learners, our SCARF unit this term will be ‘Rights and respect,” and will focus on how we treat each other and the consequences of our actions and our place in society. Next term our unit will be “Valuing difference” which explores diversity and tolerance for things, and people, that are different from ourselves. 






In R.E. we will explore two questions over the next couple of terms: ‘What do Christians learn from the Creation story?’ all about the Creation story and its importance to Christians and, ‘What is the Trinity?’ focussing on the concept of Incarnation . 
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
